'WALK WITH THE PHLOCK'
Relay for Life
I have never felt as good about being part of this club as I do right now.  This past Friday our club joined forty other Relay For Life teams at Tradition Field in Port St. Lucie for an 18-hour walk to raise money for the American Cancer Society.  What started out as a feeling of “duty” to participate in this event because its theme was ‘Marga-Relay’Ville’, turned out to be one of the most fulfilling, fun events I’ve ever been involved with.

When our charity committee chairperson, Karen Stewart, informed us about this year's Relay, we weren't sure if we could pull it off.  After all, each team must have a walker on the track at all times during the eighteen-hour period. That meant recruiting several Volunteers from the club to make a serious commitment, which involved raising money individually and as a team. The team also had to set up a booth and raise additional money by selling something at the event. There were so many details to content with, such as decorations, set up, costumes, music, special team shirts, and much, much more. After all, if we were going to be the only official Parrothead club we had to do it right or not do it at all.  Once we received a tentative commitment by show of hands at an earlier business meeting, we knew the next step was to find a team captain who would coordinate all this. We were lucky to have new member, Natalie Neil at the business meeting that night. Since Natalie was familiar with the Relay For Life and had some experience with other community events she enthusiastically stepped up as team captain.

So 'The Parrotheads' team was hatched.  Since this was our first year we didn't want to bite off more than we could chew, as far as a donation commitment.  We chose to take baby steps this first time around.  Natalie set our team donation goal at $500 (no pressure on the team members as we didn't want to scare them off). She set the team goal at 16 members (the approximate number of hands shown at that previous biz meeting).

As the ball got rolling so did the momentum.  Before we knew it we had matching, flowered hats, with specially made 'Walk with the Phlock' pins, 'Walk with the Phlock' t-shirts, donated by Aztec Graphics, campers, tents, large donations and even our own Parrot mascot to lead us off.  When the day of the Relay came around we had 29 team members!  We also had our own cancer survivor to honor - club secretary, Pat Moore's 9-year-old grandson, Ryan West.

Everyone pitched in and created an awesome booth. We raffled off a Parrothead gift basket and sold snow cones and cookies. We also shared information about Ryan's form of cancer, Non-Hodgkin’s Lymphoma. The walking began at 6:00 Friday night. You couldn't miss our team members as they walked by with their flowered bucket hats and their usual array of lanyards and leis. Sometimes we would have a lone walker out there, sometimes a group. Everyone was eager to do their part. But this was not all work.  It was so much fun. It was a chance to get to hang out with old friends and get to know new ones.  We had a line of campers and tents going way back to a field where the keets played football by a light pole.  At around midnight, we even had a group of high schoolers borrow our site to get ready for the "Dude looks like a lady” contest. It was pretty funny watching the girls putting mascara and lipstick on these very eager young men in dressed and high heels.

The morning came and so did some fresh feet. Thank God! I can't tell you how happy I was when I saw Buff come out of his RV at 3:28 A.M. ready to walk. I made a beeline for my camper to catch some z's before any of the other diehards got their chance. When I got up at around 7:00 we had a whole new crowd with hot coffee and donuts ready to walk.

The best part came at about 9:00 A.M. when Natalie returned with our grand total figure.  Between all the donations, snow cones, cookies and raffle tickets sold, our team raised just over $3,300.00 for the American Cancer Society! How can that be? This was too much fun!  So you mean to tell me I get to hang out with all these great people, eat, drink, party and feel this damn good about helping a cause as important as the American Cancer Society.  Everyone deserves a huge pat on the back. But these are the kind of people who don't want that.  They all just want to do whatever is needed when it's needed. And that's what makes this one particular Parrothead club so great.
