The second single from Jimmy Buffett's new album "Take the Weather With You" 
is the song "Everybody's On The Phone".

>From Monsters and Critics: The second single from Jimmy Buffett`s 'Take
the Weather With You' disc, released in October, is a delightful and
satirical take on our nation`s dependence on cell phones. The tune is
cleverly written, filled with humorous observations that poke fun at
our obsession and the cyber traffic jam that is snarling up the
information superhighway.

Each verse is packed with words that might twist the tongue of a lesser
artist, but Buffett navigates the verbiage with sly smile and tongue
planted firmly in cheek. He`s a master at this witty type of tune and
turns in a winner here. There`s an insinuating guitar riff that helps
plant the chorus in your memory. The only complaint would be the
background vocals, which add a little too much cheesiness to the track.
Otherwise, it`s a fun, playful outing that should brighten country
airwaves this holiday season.


No Canadian Seafood to be Served at Jimmy Buffett’s Margaritaville Cafes

Margaritaville Cafés, restaurants owned by Jimmy Buffett, will no longer 
serve Canadian seafood until Canada ends its annual slaughter of seals, 
according to a statement issued by the world-famous _musician_  
(http://thecelebritycafe.com/features/8494.html#) ) , who signed on to The Humane Society of the 
United States’ Protect Seals seafood boycott in September. The HSUS launched 
the seafood boycott in March 2005 and asks consumers and restaurateurs to avoid 
Canadian seafood as a way of ending the annual seal hunt. 

“Margaritaville Cafes will not be purchasing or serving Canadian seafood 
products until the Canadian government ends the commercial seal hunt  permanently,
” says Jimmy Buffett in his statement. “I do not look at this as one nation 
telling another how to best manage its affairs. I view it as an effort to 
make humans more humane in the way they manage the planet. We do not own the 
earth. We are landlords and we simply need to do a better job, for all creatures on this earth.” 

The HSUS’ Protect Seals Campaign aims to end the Canadian commercial seal 
hunt, the largest slaughter of marine mammals on the planet. Seal hunting is an 
off-season activity conducted by commercial fishermen from Canada's East 
Coast. This year the Canadian government allowed fishermen to _club_ 
(http://thecelebritycafe.com/features/8494.html#) ) and shoot more than 350,000 seals for 
their fur and 97 percent were pups just days or weeks of age. By boycotting 
Canadian seafood, The HSUS hopes to stop the seal hunt. The boycott will stop 
when the seal hunt ends. Over 1,000 restaurants and other seafood businesses 
and over 330,000 individuals have also pledged support for the boycott. 

“The Humane Society of the United States is gratified to have the support of 
Jimmy Buffett,” said Pat Ragan, director of The HSUS’ ProtectSeals 
Campaign. “He has done so much for the marine mammals of the planet.” 

“The seal hunt is certainly an emotionally charged issue, but my experiences 
over the years have taught me that real progress in this effort needs to 
move past emotions and towards solutions that can work for people on both sides 
of this issue,” Buffett continues. “I would hope that this could be the 
_case_  (http://thecelebritycafe.com/features/8494.html#) ) with the seal pup hunt. 
In the meantime, the one thing we can do is to make people aware of the

We will 
miss the place terribly. It was a Flagler landmark. According to the news 
report it started as a burglary and escalated to a full-fledged fire. Arson is 
suspected at this point.I have sent a club-wide email letting all know that the 
club will offer any services we can to help Jake and Robin. Keep them in your 
prayers and I will keep everyone informed of the situation and any possible 
events we may have to help them out.

Yesterday I sent a quick email out to inform everyone of the demise of a 
local establishment beloved since the 1950s in Flagler Beach. FL. It was the 
home to our club. The owner and some of his staff are our members and have asked 
for our help for some of the employees that are out of a job right before 
Christmas. I realize those, not in our area, my not be able to do much, but for 
those in our area I have the following information and request for 
donations:Jake and Robin (the owners and club members) opened an account this morning 
at Cypress/Coquina Bank.It's called the Shark House Staff Relief Fund and 
donations may be made at any branch. In Flagler County there is one on N. 
Central in Flagler Beach and at Cypress Parkway and Belle Terre in Palm Coast.

Additionally, I have learned that there are 20 children whose parents are 
now unemployed. I have gotten a list of gender and ages and have found someone 
who is going to help us out with the younger kids via a Toys for Tots 
collection that they held. However, their maximum age is 12- and most of the toys 
donated are not appropriate for children over 10. There are three children 
specifically that I am looking to provide gifts to- 

An 11 year old boy
a 12 year old boy
a 16 year old girl

These tweens & teens have varied interests- mainly skateboarding and music. 
If you could see if club membership might be interested in donating to help 
these big kids out it would be wonderful. Gift cards would be a great idea, 
along with cash donations. Their parents can pick out what they know they would 
enjoy.
