Two acts with Alabama/Buffett roots are among the 
nominees for the 2007 Country Music Association Awards.

He's a guitarist, singer-songwriter 
and longtime member of Jimmy Buffett's Coral Reefer Band. McAnally, 
who keeps a recording studio in Muscle Shoals, has 
10 solo albums to his credit. He'll be inducted into the Nashville 
Songwriters Hall of Fame on Oct. 14. 

2. Buffett received his own CMA nomination for a collaboration 
with George Strait and Alan Jackson. Their rendition of "Hey Good Lookin'" 
is nominated for musical event of the year. Buffett grew up in Mobile 
and attended Auburn University. 

In case you didn't know, the song "Hey Good Lookin'" was written by 
an Alabama legend, the late Hank Williams. 

CMA winners will be announced at 7 p.m. Nov. 7 during a live broadcast 
from the Sommet Center in Nashville. The show airs on ABC.
