                           General. These procedures set forth the guidelines for holding the yearly elections

                            to fill Executive Board positions whose terms are due to expire.



          1. Executive Board will appoint Elections Officer at the January business meeting.

                           The Elections Officer’s qualifications will include:





A. Member in Good Standing, not running for elected office.





B. Not a current officer.





C. Able to Email the entire club.




2. Elections Officer will send out a nomination form via Email and U.S. Mail to members
                           without Email no later than Feb. 1. All nominations will remain confidential and known
                           only to the Elections Officer, who will then contact nominees to confirm acceptance.




3. Nominations will close at the February business meeting. Nominees will present
                           their qualifications at this business meeting.




4. The Elections Officer will Email or mail official ballots to all members no later than

                           March 1st. Absentee ballots must be returned to the Elections Officer by the March

                           business meeting.



5. Voting will take place at the March business meeting by written ballot. The nominee

                           Receiving the most votes after tallying the absentee and written ballots will be 

                           declared the winner.
